night, using the same water supply.

Shugborough Museum: New Shoe Industry Display

Following on from Jim and Anne’s involvement with the
Shoe Industry display at Shugborough, as reported in the 2010
Autumn/Winter Newsletter, the Society had a very interesting and
educational visit in June. We were entertained by Chris Copp
with beverages and biscuits and a short introductory talk before
visiting the exhibition which is very much ‘hands on’ with a film
explaining the manufacturing processes.

Gloucestershire Mills Visit
In June some of our members enjoyed a day out with the Midland
Mills Group, MMG, on their trip to Gloucestershire.

We first visited Halmore Mill, Cam, the site of a grist and
fulling mill from about 1560. The mill had been demolished but
the present owner has built a stainless steel wheel to generate
about 7kw of electricity. Another unusual feature of this mill was a
glass engraver using power from the wheel.

The next site visited was
Coaley Mill, formerly used for
fulling, corn and edge tool
manufacture. Now the mill
\ generates electricity using an
Ossburger  Cross Flow
Turbine and a modern
version of a Norse Mill. The
i i S - electricity is also used to
22 help power the manufacture

of electric “Aga” type kitchen stoves.

We continued to the Dunkirk Mills at Nailsworth, the site of a
large woollen mill, and now housing a textile museum run by the
Stroudwater Textile Trust.

We lunched at Egypt
Mill  which  dates
back to at least 1675
but is now converted
to a restaurant,
retaining two of the
former water
wheels.
After  lunch
we visited St Mary’s
- Mill, Chalford, near
the remains of the Thames & Severn Canal. The site had been
through various usages finally becoming a factory producing
walking sticks. The main building still contained a large water
wheel and a Tangye compound steam engine.

Finally we visited Stanway Watermill near Cheltenham. Mills had
been recorded on the Stanway Estate dating back to 1291. The
mill had recently been restored to a fully working corn mill selling



stone ground flour. A very welcome tea and cakes were taken
before the journey home. Many thanks to Dave Baddeley and the
MMG for allowing us to join this interesting trip.
